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I. INTRODUCTION

1. The International Rescue Committee 

The International Rescue Committee, hereinafter referred to as “the IRC”, is a non-profit, humanitarian agency that provides relief, rehabilitation, protection, resettlement services, and advocacy for refugees, displaced persons and victims of oppression and violent conflict.  
2. The Purpose of this Request for Proposal (RFP):
It is the intent of this RFP to secure competitive proposals to select Service Provider(s) for the International Rescue Committee Sudan Country Program for the Construction of:

i)  Rehabilitation of child protection safe classroom, kitchen, office, and guard shelter.  
All eligible construction companies and contractors that are qualify and are technically competent for the provision of      services as specified in Annexes are invited to submit their proposals. 
The winning bidder(s) will enter into a fixed price agreement for the period of executing the Rehabilitation works, not expected to exceed 2 months, Bidders shall be domiciled/resident and must have complied with all Government legal Regulations to operate in the Republic of Sudan and a regular taxpayer to offer such services as specified in the tender and shall furnish copy of its operating license/certificate of registration valid for the fiscal year 2022. The Bidder shall not be under a declaration of ineligibility for corrupt or fraudulent practices.
3. Cost of Bidding

The Bidder shall be responsible for all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and IRC hereinafter referred to as “the Purchaser”, will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

II. THE BIDDING DOCUMENTS: 
4. The Bidding Documents

The Bidder is expected to carefully examine all instructions, forms, terms, Technical Drawings for CP Rehabilitation of child protection safe classroom, Kitchen, office, and guard shelter and Bill of Quantities, and material specifications in the bidding documents prepared for the selection of authorized contractors. Failure to furnish all information required as per the bidding documents or to submit a bid not substantially responsive to the bidding document in every respect will be at the Bidder’s risk and may result in bid rejection.
5. Clarification of Bidding Documents

A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Bidding Documents may notify the Purchaser in writing to SUKhartoum-Procurement@rescue.org. The request for clarification must reach the purchaser later than 10th May 2022. The Purchaser will respond by e-mail letter providing clarification on the bid documents by 12th May 2022. Written copies of the Purchaser’s response (including an explanation of the not query but without identifying the source of inquiry) will be communicated to all prospective Bidders, who had received the bidding documents. 
III. PREPARATION OF BIDS: 
6. Language of Bid

The bid and all relative correspondence and documents exchanged between the bidders and the Purchaser shall be written in English language only. Any printed literature furnished by the bidder and written in another language must be accompanied by an English translation of its pertinent passages, in which case, for purposes of interpretation of the bid, the English translation shall prevail. Any translations must be performed by a licensed translator as recognized and notarized by the Courts and Government of Sudan

Failure to supply all requested information or comply with the specified formats may disqualify the bidder from consideration.

7. Bid Prices & Price Changes 
For the purpose of selecting a Contractor and executing the procurement Agreement, the Bidder shall clearly indicate the prices for all services to be provided. All prices shall be clearly indicated in the space provided on the Bill of Quantity. The Bidder must sign and officially stamp the price schedule. 

8. Bid Currencies

All rates and amounts entered in the Bid Form and Price Schedule and used in any documents, correspondence or operations pertaining to this tender shall be expressed in UNITED STATES DOLLARS ONLY.
9. Document Establishing Good’s Eligibility and Conformity to Bidding Documents

Pursuant to Clause 7, the bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing the eligibility and conformity to the Bidding Documents of all goods/construction materials and which the Bidder proposes to supply.
The Documentary evidence of the construction works /services in conformity to the Bidding Documents may be in the form of technical specifications, literature, drawings, certificates of recognition, data (tables, graphs etc.), and shall furnish:
· A detailed description of the services’ essential technical and performance characteristics. 

· A clause-by-clause commentary on the Purchaser’s Technical Specifications demonstrating the undertaken construction works substantial responsiveness to those specifications or a statement of deviations and exceptions to the provisions of the Technical Specifications.

The bidder shall note that standards for workmanship, material and equipment, and references to brand names or catalogue numbers designated by the Purchaser in its Technical Specifications are intended to be restrictive. However, the Bidder may substitute alternative standards, brand names and/or catalogue numbers in its bid, provided that it demonstrates to the Purchaser’s satisfaction that the substitutions are substantially equivalent or superior to those designated in the Technical Specifications.

10. Bid Security
For the Purpose of this Tender, Bid Security or Bond is not applicable. 
11. Period of Validity of Bids

Bids shall remain valid for 90 working days after the date of bid opening prescribed by the Purchaser, a bid valid for a shorter period may be rejected by the Purchaser as non-responsive.

In exceptional circumstances, the Purchaser may request the Bidders to extend the period of validity. The request and the responses thereto shall be made in writing by letter or e-mail. A bidder agreeing to the request will not be required nor permitted to modify his bid.

12. Format and Signing

The original bid shall be signed by the Bidder or a person or persons duly authorized to bind the Bidder to the contract.  Financial proposal pages of the bid shall be initialed by the person or persons signing the bid and stamped with the company seal.

Any interlineations, erasures, or overwriting shall be valid only if they are initialed by the person or persons signing the bid.

Note: A single bidder may not bid on the same tender via more than one company under his or her ownership. In addition, bidders having close relationships with other bidders (members of the same family, subsidiary, or daughter companies, etc.) may not bid on the same tender. This type of action, or any other action judged by the Purchaser to constitute collusive behavior, will lead to the bidder(s) being automatically eliminated from this tender and disqualified from participating in future IRC tenders.

15. Preliminary Examination

The Purchaser will examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed and whether bids are generally in order.

17. Contacting the Purchaser
Subject to Clause 5, no Bidder shall contact the Purchaser on any matter relating to its bid, from the time of the bid opening to the time the Contract is awarded or selected authorized supplier or vendor is announced. 
18. Notification of Award
Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Purchaser will notify the successful bidder in writing or where necessary by phone that his/her bid has been accepted and, selected for Contract for the specific goods, works and/or services.
V. CONTRACTING
19. Contract award and notification

The Purchaser will award the Contract to the notified successful Bidder(s) whose bid has been determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined as the best evaluated bid considering price/performance factors, provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified to enter into Master service Agreement and perform its obligations satisfactorily.
20. Warranty/Assurance
All works shall be warranted for 12 months, this liability will cover all construction defects arising during the operation period. A Certificate will be required, the submission of the said document, and the confirmation of its acceptance by the IRC, shall be a condition for the effectivity of the Contract that will be signed by and between the successful Bidder and IRC. The IRC shall withhold a Retention Amount at a value of 10% of the total contract value for a period of two(2) months in case of any construction defects arising during the operation period.
21. Inspection 
The Purchaser shall have the right to inspect the Construction works / service to confirm their conformity to the specification. The inspection will be conducted by assigned technical staff of the Purchaser or a reputed relevant consultant selected by the Purchaser. 

Upon entering into a construction agreement, the IRC periodically inspect the progress of the construction works and should any materials and or workmanship fail to conform with the specifications provided for in the bid documents and bills of quantities, the IRC will solely decide to wither reject them and ask the bidder to commit in writing to use the right materials and rectify technical error or decide to terminate the contract. 
22. Service or consultant agreements 

For service or consultant agreements time and material awards are not authorized unless it is the only suitable award and a ceiling is established.

Iron Works: 

-   All Iron poles be new, well-seasoned and free from loose knots, shakes, cracks, warping, and other defects. it shall be properly stacked and protected from injury from any sources. 

-   Any Iron sheets poles which bad warped or cracked, shall be rejected
