This scope of work was prepared to interdict to the type of activities that the contractor will take for the rehabilitation
of a total of 30 latrines (schools, health center, and public latrines) in Butana, Al Rahad and Al Galabat Algarbeya-
Kassab localities in Gedaref State. The contractor should follow this scope of work to complete the latrines
rehabilitation projects.
