The works include installing sanitation facilities with deep-pit latrines, 100-meter perimeter fencing with secure gates, and landscaping with the planting of certified shade trees. All activities must adhere to Mercy Corps’ Environmental and Social Safeguards (ESS) and be completed within a strict two-month implementation period.
